To me, it represents a set of parameters leading to a better
understanding of myself and the world.

5. What is your favourite Theosophical book and why?

Light on the Path, The Voice of the Silence, for their mystical
inspiration; the Bhagavad Gita; The Secret Doctrine, and so many others ...
my interest cannot be reduced to one single book.

6. What in your opinion is the biggest challenge the TS Adyar (as an
organization) is facing at the moment?

Times have changed; it's time to work in a team, since there are no
more prominent figures to be leaders. We need to work together to respond to
today’s necessities.

7. Is there anything you would wish for the future of the Theosophical
Movement?

When it started, it was the avant-garde of the world thought, way
ahead of its time. The initial impulse has taken us to where we are now. We
need to activate our search within to find a way to self-transformation, not only
of ourselves but for the entire Society in general.
